Foxglove seed can be sown anytime from January to September either by starting in a seed “?\
tray or simply scattering the seed (see below). Foxglove seed is fine, uniformly sized, and % *
easy to handle. Best collected as the capsule splits and there is much to be said for sowing s &
Pighals as soon as possiblfe. Such sowings may . _ Digialls pure.
be over-wintered in a well-ventilated cold frame or glasshouse for planting out in early
April. Sowing anytime in the early part of the year, January ¢ April will give young plants that may flower later in
the same year, these sowings may require very slight warmth to maintain germination. Late sowings from April to
August will not requireheat. D2 2 R 4SSR O2YL}RR aldl aKz2dZ R 6S dzaSR I|fy
seed. Compost should be levelled and gently firmed, water with a fine rose on the watering can. The seed lightly
pressed into the compost ¢ do not cover the seed, as Foxgloves need light to germinate. Do not allow the
compost to become sodden. Should the compost subsequently dry excessively then the seed will germinate
erratically or not at all. A good time to transplant the seeds is when they are showing their first true leaves about
% centimetre in size. Use a good potting compost for this the young plants can then be grown on in plug trays
and transplanted on into pots if they need over wintering and planted out when they are large enough to go out
into the garden.

All species of Foxglove come true from seed when grown in isolation, however Digitalis purpurea forms

the following year, this will ensure a succession of the variety you are trying to get well established and stop the
more dominant purple ones taking over. These purple ones can be rogued out by simply removing individuals
showing a purple suffusion to the back rib of the lower leaves.

Attractive perennial species great for the garden border, soft yellow heads of flower from an herbaceous base. ~50

Hybrid raised at the John Innes Institute in the 1920's between Grandiflora and Lanata. Vigorous perennial with ~50
appealing flowers of yellow bronzed, coming true from seed. Best in a sunny site. 18" Do not consume. seeds
Digitalis lanata £2.50
A perennial species, that comes true from seed, Sturdy upright stems covered with silver hairs from which the ”56
fawn flowers each with a white lip and violet-brown veins show through. Loves the sunny border, will self-seed in seeds
undisturbed ground. Flowers in July / August. Do not consume.
Digitalis lutea £2.50
Useful perennial foxglove for naturalising in shade or sun. Wand like stems of soft yellow flowers on stems 3' ~50
high. Comes true from seed. Do not consume. seeds
Digitalis parviflora £250
A particularly long-lived perennial with dark green leaves. Dense spires of brown flowers each with a purple- ”56
brown lip. This species comes true from seed. Prefers a sunny site but often does well in a part shade situation. seeds
Around 3' high. Do not consume.
Digitalis x mertonensis £2.50
A lovely perennial species that comes true from seed. Large dark green foliage and fat flower stems to around 3' | ~50
in good soils. Happy in sun or part shade. Flowers the colour of crushed strawberries. Do not consume. seeds
Biennial Foxgloves, self-seeding

Aquilegia seed can take a bit longer to germinate than may be expected. Seedlings may continue to
appear over a 3-4 week period, this is quite natural and is an adaptation that ensures all the seedlings
would not be eaten by a passing goat. Wild Aquilegia are found in parts of the world that experience
colder winters so seeds of the species prefer a period of cool weather before germination to prevent

seedlings developing before the winter cold sets in.

Sow seed in autumn through to spring in pots or seed trays ensuring they do not freeze solid or get

too hot and dry out. Prick out when large enough into your favourite potting mix or thin out and plant into the
garden. Alternatively seed can be scattered as below.
